waxed paper liners
and all Styrofoam
packing material.

e Pizza boxes are o0.k.
if they aren't greasy —
remove wax paper.

e Remove lids.

¢ Rinse to remove
residue.

e Do not break glass.

e Empty and rinse
cans to remove all
food residue.

¢ Remove labels from
tin cans.

Items Not Accepted:
e Wet, soiled or waxed
cardboard.
e \Wax coated beverage
containers.

Items Not Accepted:
Light bulbs.
Window glass.
Drinking glasses.
Mirrors.

e Cans used for

chemicals or paints.
e Aerosol spray cans.

e Power tools.
e Coat hangers.
