CALL TO ORDER 
 
The meeting was called to order by Chairman David Hewitt at 8:10 P.M. 
Chairman David Hewitt read the following:

Chairman Dave Hewitt decided to address old business first and take questions from the 
residents in the audience to speak before starting the business of the meeting. 
 
OLD BUSINESS 
 
GO DADDY GO! 5 K RACE 
 
Paul Aemisegeo was present and handed out a map of the plans of the race.  He described 
the trail they have planned for the run/walking race, which will consist of 3.1 miles and 
the walk will be a total of 2 miles. They will be starting around 8:30 A.M. and will last 
until 11:00 A.M.  
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There will be about 100 to 125 people expected to show up for the race. He asked 
permission to use the pavilion on Friday evening till Saturday morning to store his tables. 
Also to use the soccer fields for the a.m. hours for warming up and stretching. He 
explained that he notified the State Police about the race. He also asked if he could do 
some trail maintenance by picking up sticks, tree limbs, and rake over the trail to get it 
ready for the race. The Committee suggested that he use the lower parking lot for 
everyone to park. Jim Burke will talk to the Public Works Dept. to see if they could help 
clean up the trail. Paul also asked if the fire house could advertise the race and also the 
school to notify them about the race to invite children and their families to come join in 
the race.

He would like to see changing tables in the 
bathrooms at the park, in both the men’s and woman’s room. The Committee members 
all agreed that it was a good idea. Chairman Dave Hewitt will look into prices of them 
from the State. 
 
Andy Russano commented that he has a photographer coming to the park to take pictures  
of everyone at Community Day. 
 
Jim Burke reported that John Brogan will be working on the Community Day program 
flyers this year. He would like to contact several businesses with a phone number starting 
with (996) asking for donations of $50 to be a sponsor and also have an advertisement in 
the program.

Jim Burke read a letter the Township Committee received from the Merry Mixers. The 
Township Committee felt this should be passed on to the Parks and Recreation 
Committee. The Merry Mixers are not happy with the plants that the yoga instructor has  
in the old municipal building. They are also not happy with the dried wax imbedded in 
the carpet. They would like the plants removed, and the candle burning to stop. The Park 
and Recreation Committee discussed the situation.

It was mentioned that there 
have been a lot of mosquito’s on the fields and along the walking trail at the park. The 
question was if anything could possibly be done. Jim Burke responded. 
 
Jim Burke explained that the soda machines at the park will not be taken away. He said 
that a man by the name of Mr. Dennis Bedrosian will be supplying the park with drinks 
and snacks and he will fill up the machines. The Parks and Recreation will purchase the 
drinks and snacks from Mr. Bedrosian at cost. He will also take care of repairing and 
maintaining the machines.

BUILDING AND GROUNDS 
 
Park Director Charles Wilson handed out a monthly report of everything he has been 
working on around the park.  
 
There was a discussion about the former park director, Donn Brown, and that his 
belongings are still stored in the large garage. He is not attempting to remove his personal 
belongings. Chuck Kolvites feels that the Committee should give him a 30 day notice to 
get his belongings out or the Park and Rec. Committee will dispose of all his belongings 
by the deadline date.  
 
Charlie Wilson commented that he needs a map of the soccer and baseball fields. He 
would like them numbered so he can keep track of which fields can be used and the ones 
that will be closed.  
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There was a brief discussion on closing the fields after a rain storm. Jim Burke will write 
a letter to all the organizations to encourage them to call the park director first before 
planning on sending their team to play that day they are scheduled. He noted that he will 
also encourage them to attend a P & R meeting before the seasons begin in the fall.
