Reserve Septic Ordinance Recommendations
M. DeSapio inquired if a sub-committee had been appointed to review the reserve septic ordinance

recommendations. E. Niemann responded no official sub-committee had been officially formed. She stated
there is a chance the Township will be required to adopt a septic management ordinance in order to comply

with the DEP Water Quality Management Plan. The State wanted to have a requirement to pump and maintain
septic systems on a regular basis. The reserve site is not contained in the Water Quality Management Plan. The

Board decided to table the matter until the March meeting.
